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Conclusions

Migrant Birds and bats are crossing Lake Erie near Cleveland
and migrating through the area at apparently very high rates

= Habitat near shore is crucial to migrants coming across the lake

= Urban bird initiatives are important for protected migrants (e.g.

coastal & river corridor habitat, lights out initiatives)
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
