Getting Unplugged for a Green Hour

I spent my childhood growing up in the suburbs of
western Cleveland where there were plenty of forests
and fields yet to be discovered and explored. If we
were not playing sports we were messing around
outside creating our own entertainment. | remember
searching for snakes in nearby fields, digging up
worms to use as fishing bait, catching tadpoles and
watching them change in front of my eyes and
spending family vacations camping throughout

the eastern United States. | spent a good amount

of time exploring on my own, with friends and

with my younger brother. | would make decisions
where, when and how long each adventure would
take as long as | was back for the next meal. Our
electronic “entertainment” consisted of a television
and I remember watching M.A.S.H.
in the evening and football on
Sunday afternoons. There were

no computers, no Game Boys or
cable TV in our home. | am sure
that these childhood experiences
influenced my adult life and still
today when | need to unwind or
to get lost in my own thoughts,

I head to the peace that one can find in a nearby
forest.

Today’s generation of children are spending less
time outdoors and more time “plugged in” to
electronic devices. The Kaiser Family Foundation
found an average American child spends 44

hours a week looking at some sort of electronic
display. This inactivity is contributing to an array
of childhood conditions including obesity and
diabetes. A growing number of research projects are
showing that children that spend time outdoors are

healthier, more creative, more fit, have lower stress
and stronger immune systems, experience fewer
symptoms of ADD and ADHD and have greater
respect for themselves, others and the environment.
We know that natural experiences are good for our
youth so, how do we go about getting them back
into nature?

The National Wildlife Federation has initiated

a program called the “Green Hour” and is
recommending that parents give their children an
hour every day of unstructured play and interaction
with the natural world. This can take place
anywhere that provides a safe and accessible green
space where children can play and learn. The key is
to allow the children to use their creativity and sense
of wonder to explore nature on their own terms. This
is something they will do on their own if given the
opportunity. For more information on this program
and tips on how to go about this, please visit their
website at www.greenhour.org.

Cleveland Metroparks provides a perfect atmosphere
and opportunity for children to spend that magic
hour outdoors. With over 21,000 acres of land in

16 reservations, most of us live within just a few
minutes of Cleveland Metroparks. In hopes to
enhance and encourage this natural exploration,
North Chagrin Nature Center is offering a program
entitled “Green Hour Nature Club
for Kids.” This program is designed
for children to explore nature in

a more unstructured atmosphere
with the naturalist providing
direction and supervision. This
program will be offered monthly
with a new topic and the children
will determine the direction of the
program as it develops.

We all know that nature is good for our well being
and we should take time to experience what nature
has to offer. We must also offer our children the
opportunity to experience nature first hand and reap
the life long benefits that nature can bring.

I challenge you to schedule at least an hour a day

in nature and utilize the knowledge and enthusiasm
that our interpretive naturalists can bring to your
children.

Naturalist’s Almanac
October

Week 1

Birds

The first of the golden-crowned
kinglets, residents of Canada’s boreal
forests, begin to appear. Chickadees
at your feeders will now be wear-
ing sharp new winter feather coats.
The fall migration continues with
yellow-rumped warblers becoming
common. Nearly all chimney swifts
are gone.

Mammals

Ever wary of winter, portly skunks
intently prowl open grassy fields

in search of their fall diet of insect
larvae. Their nocturnal digging often
damage carefully tended lawns. They
grow ever-rounder as the month
passes and will be in winter sleep by
late November.

Wildflowers

Although September is the month
of asters, most are at their peak of
blooming this week and will quickly
decline after mid-month. Jewelweed
is in seed. Touch the cigar-shaped
green seed pods and find out why
they’re called “touch-me-nots!”

Week 2

Birds

Wood ducks begin their migration
southward in earnest. A few may
stay the winter but most migrate
farther south. Ruby-crowned kinglets
follow in their golden-crowned rela-
tives’ migration paths this week. The
peak of the invasion of white-throat-
ed sparrows has begun. They kick
and shuffle through the underbrush
in small flocks looking for insects
and seeds, making a great deal of
noise for such small birds.

Trees

The peak of fall color usually arrives
this week, generally between the
10th and 20th of the month. Due to
local variations in climate, moisture,
and “lake effect,” different parts of
the north coast may offer views of
peak color at different times.

Week 3

Birds

Ducks with long, pointed bills appearing at inland

lakes and along the Lake Erie shoreline are mergan-
sers, sometimes called “fish ducks.” They may gath-
er off the Lake Erie shoreline in rafts numbering in
the thousands and stay most of the winter.

Mammals

Woodchucks wax fat on the last of the green grass-
es. Some are seen feeding far into the night, prepar-
ing for their long hibernation to come. Surprisingly,
they will also climb small trees and shrubs for ripe
fruit. Most will disappear into their wintering forest
burrows by late November.

Insects

Crickets may still call on warm autumn nights
before the first hard frost.

Wildflowers

New England aster and small white aster, the last of
the autumn wildflowers, should be at their peak of
bloom by now. They will quickly decline and leave
the meadows a gentle brown haze of stems and
seeds.

Reptiles

Small and gentle DeKay’s snakes can often be found
sunning themselves along earthen trails this week
as they prepare for a long winter hibernation.

Week 4

Birds

Whistling (now called tundra) swans begin to

cross Lake Erie shorelines as winter begins in the
far north. Flocks of over 300 have been counted as
they head south. Red-bellied and downy woodpeck-
ers return to feeders in earnest as cooler weather
approaches.

Mammals

Deer begin their fall breeding season, which will
last until January. If you see a female deer, stand
quietly and watch for a buck to follow shortly in
her tracks. Does are often still in families of 2 to 4,
so where you see one, there may be more.

Wildflowers

Milkweed pods open and fill the air with their
fluffy parachute seeds this week.

Trees

By months end, the appearance of flowers on
witch-hazel announces the final act of the plant
world’s play for the year.

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Ranger Innovations

As the law enforcement branch of Cleveland
Metroparks, the Ranger Department’s primary
objective is to provide a safe and accessible
environment for the Park District’s more than 50
million annual visitors.

Throughout the year rangers conduct various safety
presentations, demonstrate the role of the K-9

and Mounted Units for patrol methods, speak to
classrooms on the importance of seat belt safety,
and interact with the public at park and community
events.

This summer

the ranger
department added

a new dimension

to community
outreach and water
safety by conducting
® water vessel safety

| inspections.

Several officers received certification from the
National Association of State Boating Law
Administrators (NASBLA) to conduct safety checks
on all water vessels. The inspections mirror those
performed by the Ohio Department of Natural
Resources (ONDR) Division of Watercraft and the
United States Coast Guard (USCG) and Power
Squadron. A 2008 safety check decal is issued

to those vessels that successfully complete the
inspection.

Points of the inspections include: valid registration
and numbering, USCG approved personal flotation
devices, fire extinguishers, distress signals, proper
engine and fuel tank ventilation, required lights and
more. At press time 65 checks had been conducted.

To add to boat inspections and patrol needs along
Huntington Beach, the Ranger Department received
a grant from Honda of Avon for a Honda V12 turbo
jet ski. The jet ski forms a yearly partnership with
Honda of Avon and adds a new dimension of park
visitor safety.

In addition, this summer the
department was the recipient
of a prestigious grant from
the U.S. Smokeless Tobacco
Company - one of only two
in Ohio and 70 across the
United State. Operation Range
provides a Polaris Ranger 6x6
Utility Vehicle to be used for
various patrol needs by law
enforcement agencies. This vehicle will be an integral addition for
reservation patrol, Dive Team, Detective and Traffic units for special
operations.

financial support for the
Mounted Unit.

The Mounted Unit was
invited to ride in the
Chagrin Falls Blossom
Festival Parade.
