
Trail Guidelines:
• Ride and walk on the right
• Warn others when passing
• Control speed - stay alert
• Use caution around horses
• Keep dogs on a leash (no longer than 8 ft.) and 

pick up after your pet
• Horses are allowed on bridle trails only
• Bicycles are permitted on all purpose trails or 

roadways only

Cleveland Metroparks offers you the perfect
opportunity for golf with its six courses (Manakiki,
Sleepy Hollow, Shawnee Hills, Big Met, Little Met
and Mastick Woods), conveniently located
throughout Greater Cleveland. Golf courses vary
from a sporting par three at Shawnee Hills to
championship layouts at Manakiki and Sleepy
Hollow which challenge even the best golfers.

Cleveland Metroparks is Cleveland's "Emerald Necklace," an
open space of natural beauty and diversity. The Park District
is dedicated to conservation, education and recreation. It
offers an array of facilities and opportunities from picnicking,
golfing and fishing to water and winter recreation areas,
wildlife areas, and outdoor education and recreation
programs.

Cleveland Metroparks was established on July 23, 1917 to
provide open space for the people of Greater Cleveland, as
well as to conserve and preserve the natural valleys of the
area. Today, Cleveland Metroparks consists of over 20,000
acres of land in 15 reservations, over 100 miles of parkways,
and Cleveland Metroparks Zoo.

Swimming fishing

The following free swimming areas are open daily
from mid June through mid August:

Hinckley Spillway Area
Located on West Dr., off Bellus Road in Hinckley
Reservation in Hinckley Township. 11 a.m. - 7 p.m.

Huntington Beach
Located on the Lake Erie shore, off Lake Road in
Huntington Reservation in Bay Village.
11 a.m. - 9 p.m.

Wallace Lake
Located on Valley Parkway, south of Bagley Road
in Mill Stream Reservation in Berea.
11 a.m. - 7 p.m.

Ledge Pool
Located on Ledge Road between Kellogg and State
roads in Hinckley Reservation in Hinckley Township.
Ledge Pool is a heated outdoor pool, open daily
Memorial Day weekend - mid August.
Ledge Pool has a daily admission fee (season passes
are available).

Ledge Lake & Recreation Area
Hinckley Reservation
11 a.m. - 7 p.m.  swimming
10 a.m. - 9 p.m.  picnicking

This area features a concession stand, shore fishing
at Ledge Lake, sand volleyball, a basketball court
and reserved picnic shelters. A learn-to-swim program
is also offered for children and adults. Admission
to Ledge Pool is by daily fee or season pass. For
more information, call (330) 239-2911.

boating

Emerald Necklace Marina
Located at Scenic Park, off Valley Parkway, south of
Detroit Ave. in Lakewood in Rocky River Reservation.

This full-service marina offers dockage, year-round
boat storage, bait, tackle, boating accessories, gifts
and snacks. The Waterside Grill serves sandwiches,
salads, ice cream and more. Full-service catering is
available in the Waterside Room. A boat-launch
provides easy access to Lake Erie via the Rocky
River and car/trailer parking is available. For boat
dock information, call (216) 226-3030. For food
service/catering, call (216) 228-2233.

Hinckley Lake Boathouse
Located on West Drive south of Bellus Road between
Rt. 606 and State Road at the south end of Hinckley
Lake in Hinckley Reservation.

The boathouse is open daily April-October, weekends
November - February, weather permitting. For rent
are rowboats, electric motor boats, canoes, kayaks,
paddleboats or the “Hinckley Queen” pontoon boat,
which can accommodate up to a dozen visitors for
one-hour tours. The facility also offers refreshments,
fishing tackle, bait and gifts. For more information,

Launch your own boat or canoe at the southeast
end of Hinckley Lake at State Road.

Wallace Lake
Located off Valley Parkway, south of Bagley Road
in Berea in Mill Stream Run Reservation.

Wallace Lake may be used by non-motorized boats
(canoes, rowboats, etc.). Paddleboats and kayaks
are available for rent. The Quarry Rock Cafe offers
refreshments to park visitors from Memorial Day to
Labor Day and is located just north of the swimming
beach.

Enjoy year-round fishing at 14 major fishing areas
throughout Cleveland Metroparks. A wide range of
fishing opportunities are available and a wide variety
of fish can be caught including large-mouth bass,
steelhead trout, walleye, crappie, bluegill and
channel catfish.

An Ohio fishing license is required for all persons,
age 16 through 65, who fish in public waters.
Seniors, age 66 and older, can receive a free annual
fishing license from the State of Ohio.

Trails

All Purpose Trails
Cleveland Metroparks provides over 60 miles of
paved, all purpose trails throughout the Park District
for cycling, walking, in-line skating and jogging.
In-line skates and bicycles are available for rent in
Mill Stream Run Reservation. Motorized vehicles
are prohibited on all purpose trails.

Hiking Trails
Hiking trails reveal Cleveland Metroparks most
beautiful terrain. Call or stop by a nature facility for
more information on hiking trails. Hikers are also
welcome on bridle trails. Mountain biking and
motorized vehicles are prohibited on hiking trails.

Bridle Trails
There are nearly 82 miles of bridle trails throughout
Cleveland Metroparks. Riders must say on the bridle
trails and attend to their horses at all times. Mountain
biking and motorized vehicles are prohibited on
bridle trails. For information on riding lessons, pony

Physical Fitness Trails
Physical fitness trails feature 18 exercise stations
spaced along a 1 to 1.5 mile path. Physical fitness
trails are located in Bedford, Big Creek, Brecksville,
Euclid Creek, Mill Stream Run, North Chagrin,
Rocky River and South Chagrin reservations.

LifeTrail
LifeTrail is a series of outdoor wellness stations
specially designed for active older adults. The nine
stations are designed to turn a normal walking
routine into a more complete low impact body
workout. The LifeTrail is located in Garfield Park
Reservation.
